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1--Monday: - Praise God for the safe trip that Tom and Karen D had in their relocation to Spokane, WA.

The weather was good, and their travels were safe. Praise God for help unloading and the initial set
up of their new home.

2--Tuesday: - Pray for ASM missionary, Chad V, as he visits Tom Dudenhofer in Spokane to help set up
the recording equipment for Tom’s new office in Spokane. Tom plans to continue recording the
English Easy to Read Version along with other promotional items for ASM. Ask God to give Chad
safety on his travels and wisdom as the equipment is set up.

3--Wednesday: - Praise God for the wonderful response form ASM supporters for the ‘where needed
most’ fund. Ask God to strengthen the giving to that fund along with the exciting projects funds for
the work that God has placed before us.

4--Thursday: - Continue to pray for the WCOI ministry center in Bangalore India. Pray for Sundara,
Priya, and James as they have filed the requests for permits, licenses, etc. with the city of Bangalore.
Pray for clarity and good communication for municipal workers who will be inspecting and
approving the paper work.

5--Friday: - Praise God for funds provided for more Scripture players which will soon be sent to WCOI.
Currently WCOI has around 200 Scripture players available. Ideally, they would like to have at least
1000 units available in the office. Pray that God would continue to stir the hearts of individuals and
churches who would like to join in spreading the Word of God in audio, throughout India.

6--Saturday: - Praise God for safety provided for JP Sundararajan, Katy and Leila as they have traveled
extensively in October to many places in the US, speaking and sharing God’s work in India. While it
was a very busy time, it was also a season of refreshment and encouragement.

7--Sunday: - Praise God that ASM President and founder Ron Beery’s current session of Chemo
treatments. Ron’s health is strong and the side effects have been minimal. The doctor reports a strong
initial drop in the numbers they are watching (this is a good thing)! Continue to pray for Ron and his
wife Alice as they go through this time together.

8--Monday: - Continue to pray for Pattie and Wanda as they handle the accounting and donations for
ASM. Praise God for their faithfulness and ask God to encourage them in their jobs as they meet
again today with the auditors. 

9--Tuesday: - Pray for ASM missionary, Chad Vanden Bosch who is traveling today to South Africa.
Ask God for protection and that each piece of luggage would arrive with him.   

10-Wednesday: - Pray for ASM missionary, Roger K as he continues to develop special Scripture
teaching materials for first-time leaders in areas where little or no training is available. The material
is called “Branches Bible Studies”, and Roger has developed an initial series for both the Old and
 New Testaments. Pray for Roger as he continues to write more materials and praise God for the
growing interest in the use of these new materials.

11-Thursday: - Praise the Lord for some major hurdles being crossed in the “legalizing” of a small plot
of land, purchased for Crown of Victory Studio in Mozambique. This process has been known to
drag out for years so we are thankful for some great progress made. There is now only one step left
(surveying) before the land is fully legalized and ready to use.

12-Friday: - Praise God for the arrival of 480 more audio Bibles to Mozambique. Pray for Sergio and
his new assistant Esteva (Steve) as they make the decisions on where these audio Bibles are most
needed.

13-Saturday: - Pray for Sergio and his wife Juliette in Mozambique who have recently added Marques
to their young family. Pray for continued good health and energy, also for encouragement and Sergio
continues to record, edit and distribute audio Scripture in Mozambique.  

14-Sunday: - Pray for the staff of WCOI as they begin to transition into a season of building and
renovating the facility. Pray that, as construction begins on the Ministry Center, the ministry work
itself will continue to move ahead without too many interruptions or delays. 

15-Monday: - In addition, the staff of WCOI, is also able to begin the re-recording of some major
Indian languages. Re-recording is important because the old recordings have begun to deteriorate
and the Bibles themselves have undergone various revisions. This will bring WCOI up to date on all



fronts and they hope to record the entire Bible (vs. New Testament only) in the larger language
groups. Pray that all of this will continue smoothly throughout the building process.

16-Tuesday: - Thank God for His guiding hand in the Spanish New Testament recording project
underway at our studio in Holland.  Pray that God would keep the team healthy and filled with His
Spirit to do the work.

17-Wednesday: - Praise God for the pre-production models of a new, smaller digital Scripture player.
The new unit will be about half the size of the current Ambassador digital Scripture player. It will
have the same capacity for recorded audio. Pray for the technical issues that come to the surface
during this stage and that the new units will be available soon in large numbers.

18-Thursday: - Praise God for ASM Missionary Brad Harrington and the work he does in the Holland
office. Brad is very precise with his audio recordings and is gifted in many other areas as well. Ask
God to bless him today. 

19-Friday: - Pray for response to God’s Word in audio from ASM being used by another organization
along with health messages in specific areas of Africa. Praise God that He continues to use
recordings made years ago to bring the Good News to many people today who need to hear of God’s
love.

20-Saturday: - Pray for the leadership and technical staff from our ministry partner in Peru.  In January
they will host and participate in an intensive training workshop for Peruvian ministries working in
audio/video recording projects. Pray for great communication and clear understanding for those
attending.

21-Sunday: - Pray for ASM missionary, Arnie N, as he works on continued conversions of previously
recorded Scriptures. Praise God for all the languages that have been made available for digital use.
Also pray for Arnie as he works with our ‘tech’ volunteers.

22-Monday: - Pray for renewed good health and energy for ASM missionary, Chad Vanden Bosch who
is traveling today. It has been a very busy two months of speaking engagements and travel for Chad.
Pray that he will get good rest and encouragement today.

23-Tuesday: - Praise God for the work that was done on a newsletter which reports what God is doing
in Mozambique. Thank God for the wonderful demonstrations of His power coming from this
country at this time. Pray for a great response of faith and funds to this newsletter recently sent.

24-Wednesday: - Continue to pray for Tom and Karen D as they unpack, set up the house and as Tom
organizes his ASM office. Ask God to give them wisdom and provide strength as they get settled
and become involved in the Spokane community.

25-Thursday: - Thanksgiving Day in the US. Give thanks to our God, our Lord and King, His love
endures forever. Thank God for all those who have come to know Jesus personally through listening
to Scripture in audio.

26-Friday: - Pray for ASM board member, Frank Newcomb, who continues to struggle with health
issues. Frank has been a person of encouragement to the staff and board members. Pray that God
would encourage and strengthen Frank today.

27-Saturday: - From Mozambique we hear this report: “You are doing a great work. The reality is that
the churches in my area are now full because of your digital audio Bibles. Many people are coming
to the church for the first time because of this listening program.” The requests continue to flow in
from all over the country. Pray that the Lord would raise up people to partner with us in bringing
God’s Word to non-readers in Mozambique.

28-Sunday: - Pray for administrative staff Pattie J and Wanda M at ASM as they make adjustments to
work with the startup of the Spokane, WA office by Tom D. Ask God to give them assurance and
confidence as new steps will be part of the office operations. 

29-Monday: - Praise God for individuals who meet for prayer at 5 am at a small mission church in
Bangalore India. They meet to pray for the missionaries their church supports, then they go to work
and school. They lead hard lives but they pray for the staff at WCOI. What a privilege to partner
with them!

30-Tuesday: - Pray for Tom D as he begins to reach out to churches, pastors and missions committees in
the greater Spokane area. Ask God to give him wisdom in making contacts and in encouraging
churches and individuals to participate in using God’s Word in audio for those who do not read.
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
